WITH THE MAPPING OF CRITICAL

GOVERNMENT INFRASTRUCTURE
WHEREAS,  the National Sheriffs’ Association believes law enforcement and other first responders should be equipped with the most recent technology when responding to emergency events taking place in schools and other critical areas of local and state government infrastructure;  

WHEREAS, many law enforcement agencies, local school districts and state governments have successfully implemented mapping programs that digitize building blueprints, preplans, evacuation routes and other essential infrastructure mapping data; 

WHEREAS, this mapping data needs to be placed into secure networks and made quickly available to first responders during crisis situations; 
WHEREAS, mapping data can be standardized for use by first responders across jurisdictional boundaries, making mutual aid responses more effective; and
WHEREAS, having critical governmental infrastructure information instantly available during a crisis event will better prepare law enforcement and other first responders to save lives and reduce property damage during any such emergency events.   

BE IT RESOLVED, that the members of the National Sheriffs’ Association does hereby strongly and respectfully request that the United States Congress and appropriate federal agencies to immediately establish and fund a federal grant program to assist law enforcement agencies with implementing national, critical infrastructure mapping programs.     
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
